 The last time Bermuda beat Panama was 02-03-1974 (1-0) at the Central American and Caribbean 

Games in the Dominican Republic.

Bermudas was one of the protagonists in CNLQ. Finished in fifth place after winning its last three matches. 

Zeiko Lewis and veteran Genaro Nepomuceno were the engine and led the team with four goals each.

Qualified for its first-ever World Cup, finishing third in the Concacaf qualifiers with 13 points for Russia 

2018. Roman Torres, the top scorer in qualifying with two goals, scored the winning goal against Costa Rica 

that sealed Panama's historic qualification.
